 Hazardous Waste Generators
• Large Quantity Generators (LQG’s)

 >1,000 kg HW generated/month

 >1 kg acutely HW generated/month 

• Small Quantity Generators (SQG’s)
 Between 100 - 1,000 kg HW generated/month

 <1 kg HW generated/month

 All persons subject to TRI reporting (TRI 
Form R)
